• In-Person: Visit the community center front desk with a state-issued ID or driver’s license  
with GIS verification. Make sure the name on your ID matches what’s listed in GIS. 

• In-Person: Visit the community center front desk with a state-issued ID and a utility bill.  
The name on the bill must match the name on your ID. You can show the bill on your phone. 

• Online: Fill out the verification form with documentation at cityofvancouver.us/recreation-fees.
